Church of Our Lady (Frauenkirche)
Discover the stone bell of Dresden, which dates back to the middle of the 18th century. 
Collapsed due to fire after the bombing of Dresden in the 2nd world war, the moun-
tain of rubble remained as a memorial of the war during socialism. The reconstruction 
began with the German reunification (1990) and was supported by donations from all 
over the world. The benediction took place in October 2005. Nowadays it is renowned 
world-wide and attracts more than 4,000 visitors a day.

Masterpieces include the golden coff ee 
service, the “state of Delhi at the birthday of Aureng Zeb“ by Johann Melchior Dinglinger and the 
cherry stone with more than 100 faces.
